Intervention Ideas!

Supporting Children’s 3-way Interactions

Children need to practise developing 3-way
interaction skills. This means that the child is able to
focus on and interact with, an object and a person at
the same time.

The Bucket Full of Surprises supports the child to
secure 2-way interactions i.e. being able to inteact
with either an object or a person and then move onto
3-way interactions. For more information go to

Top Tips when using the Bucket Full of Surprises

e Stick to the rules! - It's your bucket. It's for
the group

e Show first then words - Give time for
thinking and STAY QUIET!

¢ Rushing adds anxiety
Practise and make sure the toys work

e Enjoy the toys

Top 5 Beginners Mistakes

e Talking too much and chatting to supporting
adults.

e Asking questions.
Giving the toys to the children.

e Letting the child dictate the start and finish
of the activity.

Communication (AAC)

Augmentative and Alternative
Communication is a set of tools and
strategies that an individual uses to aid
communication. AAC can take many forms
such as; speech, a shared glance, text,
gesture, facial expression, touch, sign
language, symbols, pictures and speech
generating devices. Everyone uses AAC to
help them get their message across but for
children, young people and adults with
complex communication needs AAC
provides a means to ensure they have a
voice.

A group of professionals from across the
whole of Devon have worked with parents
and carers to create an interactive training
programme that provides an introduction to
AAC.

Social, Emotional and Mental Health update:

Support to develop a setting approach to self-regulation:

We are all aware of the significant increase in children’s social, emotional and mental health needs post
lockdown. In response to this and the EYFS Reforms reflecting a focus on self-regulation as a feature of
effective practice, the educational programmes and the Early Learning Goals: we have developed the CPD
below. This also aligns with Torbay’s move towards becoming a trauma informed local authority.

CPD on Developing a positive approach to supporting children with SEMH needs is
being run by myself and Tracey Powell from TVS on 11/11/21 at 9-12. The booking
for this is open until Tuesday 9/11/21 on ILearn.

Regulation has been recognised as key to supporting children’s emotions and behaviours and also, as
importantly, facilitating their cognitive growth.

In response to the above, | have developed a Regulation policy to support behaviour management. This
could support children who are presenting with increased SEMH needs whether this is linked to their
additional needs or experiencing trauma through recent challenging times.

The Regulation policy is drafted so it can be expanded to reflect your setting’s individual practice. The
expectation would be a member of staff within your setting is designated SEMH Champion and together
good practice could be identified and built on. This work would be supported through free visits as part of
the EYCAS offer and training is also available for the whole staff team.

We often receive a high number of requests for support at the ALFEY panel. These children may be able to
be supported through this approach.
